Payment is now overdue to 2 million council tenants and should be reinvested in council homes.  Repairs, management and maintenance of council homes are currently under funded by over £1,100 million pa approximately £550 per tenant each year.

*You have only been invoiced for years 1997 – 2005 as exact figures are not fully available for 2006 and 2007.  As soon as these are available you will receive a further invoice.    

Figure for 2008/9 is £1,400 million or £700 per tenant and councils should immediately be allowed to keep this money from tenants’ rents for repairs, management and maintenance of council homes.
** Council housing costs (such as repayment of loans) should not fall exclusively on council tenants, but instead on the general tax payer.  It is especially unfair when the majority of ‘capital receipts’ on the sale of council homes under the right to buy has to be handed over to the government and does not get re-invested in council housing.
